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W. Bro. Grady Bozeman, Grand Senior Deacon of Grand Lodge of
Georgia, killed in workplace dispute

Grady T. Bozeman, Senior Grand Deacon of the Grand
Lodge of Georgia died Friday May 11th when tragically killed
on a job site. James Mobley shot Worshipful Bro. Bozeman
after becoming upset after a fight broke out. While Mobley
was an unknown loner, Grady was well known in his home
state of Georgia. He was a prominent Freemason in line to
become grand master of the Grand Lodge of Free and Ac-

cepted Masons in Georgia.

He grew up and remained in Jasper, a town of about 2,200 in
Pickens County. Bozeman raised four boys and two girls

there. He and wife Barbara would have celebrated their 41st anniversary in October,
friends said.

Bozeman spent most of his life in construction. He was a site superintendent for Atlanta
based Joe N. Guy Company Inc., where he completed many commercial projects on Hil-

ton Head Island.

"There wasn't a better builder you could hire than Grady," said Joseph Suttles, who knew
him for 25 years through the Masonic order. "He'd tell you something and he'd stick with

it. He really liked people. They don't come better than Grady."

Bro. Bozeman was a Past Master of Pickens Star Lodge No. 220, F. & A.M., of Jasper,
Georgia. He was also a member of the Scottish Rite, York Rite, and Order of the Eastern

Star.

The funeral took place on Sunday May 13th attended by hundreds many of them Masons.

W. Brother Bozeman was 66 years old and lived in Jasper, Georgia. He has a wife, six chil-
dren and several grandchildren.
